SECTION 1. PARTIES: THIS LEASE IS EXECUTED BY and between Marion County Board of
Supervisors (Landiord), whose address for the purpose of this Lease is 214 E. Main Street, Knoxville,
lowa 30138 and the lowa Department of Administrative Services on behalf of and for the benefit of
the lowa Department of Corrections, Fifth Judicial District (Tenant), whose address for the purpose
of this Lease is 109 SE 13" Street, Des Moines, lowa 50319.

SECTION 2. LEASED PREMISES:

2.1 Landlord leases to Tenant the following described property: Approximately, 1,000 Sguare Feet
(Rentable Area or Leasable Space) of office space located at 2003 M. Lincoln, Knoxville, lowa 50138
(Leased Premises).

SECTION 3. TERM OF LEASE: I is understood and agreed that the Lease shall commence on
January 1, 2025 and shall end December 31, 2027, both days inclusive.

3.1 Landlord grants Tenant the first right of offer to lease the Leased Premizes should Landlord offer
the Leased Premises for rent during the last year of the leaze term. Tenant shall have sixty (60) days
after receiving written notice of intent to lease the Leased Premises within which to exercise this right.

of the Code of Towa, and

WHEREAS; Section 28E.3 of the Code of Towa provides thal any power or powers,
privileges or authority exercised or capable of exercise by a public agency of the State of
Towa may be exercised and enjoyed jointly by a public agency of the State of Towa

The purpose of this agreement is to specify the responsibility for local share of the County Line
Pavement Rehabilitation project.

The total design and construction cost for the County Line Pavement Rehabilitation project is
estimated at $500,000. The funding is anticipated to be as follows:

Marion County $250,000 est. (or not to exceed 50% of actual design & construction cost)
City of Monroe $250,000 est. (or not to exceed 50% of actual design & construction cost)

Any changes in scope increasing costs shall be approved by Marion County and the City of
Monroe.

Additional costs for scope changes outside of City Limits shall be distributed as follows; Marion
County responsible for 100% of the additional cost.

Should the City request a scope change within the City Limits; that jurisdiction shall be
responsible for 100% of the cost associated with the scope change.

Work associated within the 50%/50% portion of the project, where corporate limits are centered
on the road, each respective entity will pay and equal (50%) portion of the scope change.
