The Central lowa Housing Trust Fund recently announced the availability of $50,000 in additional funds
that Habitat for Humanity of Marion County anticipates applying for to use for Critical Home Repair.
We are grateful for this opportunity since we hawe limited funding remaining for the yearand require
additional funds to complete projects in the final quarter of 2025.

We respectfully request Marion County support this request with $10,000 in local match.

Ta date in 2025, we have spent $251,885 on 20 projects in Marion County and have 10 projects in
progress. Five of these are outside the city limits of Pella, Knoxville, Pleasantville and Melcher-Dallas,
with a total spend of $51,270. CIHTF requires a local match of 27.8% so your support at this time would
both cover the past projects inrural Marion County and also allow us to complete additional projects.

As areminder, all our recipients are under 80% Area Median Income and therefore are eligible forthe
county’s LMI (Low- and Medium-Income) funds Habitat's Critical Home Repar program helps keep
people in their owner-occupied homes by alleviating critical health, life and safety issues. In 2024, we
have assisted needy families with $300,000 worth of home repairs, such as roof repairs, window and door
replacement, new furnaces, and even ramps to make homes more accessible to elderly and disabled
residents.
